Sign up at 

www.overbrookfarmsclub.org 

Calling L&I Works! 
The Philadelphia Depart-

ment of Licenses and Inspec-

tions is much maligned and 

certainly gets no breaks 

from our neighborhood, 

usually.  However, recently 

the department was instru-

mental in two key victories 

for our community.   

At 2030 Upland 

Way, neighbors 

had been com-

plaining for 

years that the 

absent owner ran 

a dorm/frat 

house for college 

kids.  Complaining 

of parties at all 

hours, cars parking on the 

lawn, garbage strewn 

around the house and into 

the street and the property 

falling into disrepair, 

neighbors demanded re-

peated L&I investigations.  

L&I cited the owner numer-

ous times and eventually the 

City Solicitors office took up 

the battle.  At a June hear-

ing well attended by Over-

brook Farms residents, the 

owner claimed he only had 

three people on the lease 

and he was unaware that 

there were more people 

living there.  The Court was 

unmoved and entered a 

permanent injunction 

prohibiting the owner 

from having more than 

three unrelated persons 

living at the 

property.  

To give its 

injunction some 

teeth, the Court 

also ordered 

fines of $150.00 

per day for viola-

tions of his injunction.   

 

At 2048 Upland Way, the 

problem was even worse.  In 

addition to leasing his house 

out to more than three unre-

lated people, the owner 

also stored all manner of 

construction debris, heavy 

equipment, numerous vehi-

cles and other commercial 

construction ―trash‖ on his 

property.  The property had 

become an eyesore and 

potentially dangerous to the 

neighborhood’s children.   

Despite the owner’s efforts 

to avoid service of L&I cita-

tions and hearing notices, 

the owner was eventually 

summoned to court in Sep-

tember.  Again, with the 

assistance of the City Solici-

tor’s office and Overbrook 

Farms residents, the Court 

provided relief.   This time 

the Court fined the owner 

$150,000 and ordered that 

the property be cleared of 

all debris within 30 days.  

The Court permitted the 

owner 90 days to remove 

the bucket loader and in-

structed the owner that he 

needed to remove other 

pieces of equipment and 

repair his garage.   

Although persistence is re-

quired, the Philadelphia 

Department of L&I and the 

City Solicitor’s office can 

help us with our zoning and 

use problems.  To report

Some interesting facts from the Red Cross: 

The blood used in an emergency is already on the shelves 

before the event occurs 

A single car accident victim can require as many as 100 

units of blood 

Blood cannot be manufactured – it can only come from 

generous donors 

Donating blood is a safe process. A sterile needle is used 

only once for each donor and then discarded 

The actual donation typically takes 10-12 minutes. The 

entire process, from the time you arrive to the time you 

leave, takes about an hour.

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justice systems to engage young men in 

caring for themselves and their peers.  

Dr. Rich is currently professor and chair of 

the Department of Health Management 

and Policy at Drexel University.   He 

came to Philadelphia from Boston just last 

year, but he already hopes to replicate 

some of the work he did up north. He also 

is working on a book drawing on the 

hundreds of interviews he has conducted 

with minority men, seeking to tell their 

stories in a way that can't be 

accomplished in a medical journal.  In 

addition, he is helping to establish a 

violence prevention program in 

Philadelphia, a research collaboration 

with Children's Hospital of Philadelphia, 

the University of Pennsylvania and 

Temple University.

On September 19th, Overbrook Farms 

neighbor John A. Rich was named a 2006 

MacArthur Fellow by the John D. and 

Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation.  John 

Rich is a physician, scholar, and a leader 

in addressing the health care needs of 

one of the nation’s most ignored and 

underserved populations—African-

American men in urban settings.  Through 

this award, Dr. Rich is being recognized 

for his work in addressing the primary 

health care needs of young men in the 

inner city by designing clinical services 

and training programs. He is also noted 

for his research using in-depth interviews 

with young African American victims of 

violence to understand the effect of 

trauma in their lives. By linking economic 

health, mental health, and educational 

and employment opportunities to physical 

well-being, Dr. Rich’s work on black men’s 

health is influencing policy discussions and 

health practice throughout the United 

States. Among his many interventions, Dr. 

Rich established the Young Men’s Health 

Clinic at the Boston Medical Center, which 

provides primary care to men ages 

seventeen to twenty-nine, many of whom 

are victims of urban violence.  He also 

initiated the Boston HealthCREW, a 

community health-worker training 

program for young black men to conduct 

peer outreach in general health education 

and men’s reproductive health.  By 

focusing on the realities of the lives of 

young African-American men, Dr. Rich 

designs new models of health care that 

stretch across the boundaries of public 

health, education, social service, and 

Overbrook Farm's Resident Receives "Genius" Grant  

Indian Creek Studied by Temple University Lab 

Over the past two years, staff and students of Temple University's Environmental Hydrology and 

Hydraulics Laboratory, headed by Dr. Michel Boufadel, were working in Morris Park under a 

grant from the USDA (PENR-2003-01280).  Below is a brief summary of our findings: 

As many of you know, Indian Creek enters Philadelphia's Morris Park near 66th Street and City 

Avenue.  The wide (150-200 m) riparian corridor of deciduous forest in this area provides many 

benefits to the stream.  In particular, the forest slows stormwater runoff and helps to prevent bank 

erosion.  Unfortunately, the area surrounding and upstream of Morris Park is highly urbanized.  

These areas produce very high storm flows which are carried downstream, causing bank erosion 

and bed scour, and removing valuable habitat for organisms which live in the hyporheic zone (i.e. 

the areas of the streambed where surface water and groundwater mix).  When the storm flows 

subside, the fine sediment eroded from the bank is deposited on the bed, limiting the flow of oxy-

gen and nutrients to the remaining hyporheic organisms. 

We found that hyporheic exchange was controlled by a combination of groundwater inflow, me-

anders (bends), and the fine sediment content of the streambed.  In meanders or in areas where 

groundwater enters the stream, water is pushed to one side of the channel.  This increases pres-

sure on the streambed and forces water into the hyporheic zone.  In contrast, fine sediment in the 

streambed limits hyporheic exchange by plugging the bed, making it more difficult for stream 

water to enter the streambed.  This is particularly important in straight sections of the stream.  Our 

studies suggest that reducing the amount of fine sediment  in the stream (by controlling bank ero-

sion) will increase hyporheic exchange and improve overall ecosystem function.  If you would like 

more information, I can be reached at rjryan@temple.edu or rjryan@mail.widener.edu.

Reporting Neighborhood Crime  
Dealing with crime is a community effort. Our police cannot 
deal with all the problems on their own. Without our commit-
ment to helping the police, little can be done. The biggest thing 
you can do to help is to report all illegal activity. No matter 

how minor it may seem.  

More Police - All crimes reported to 911 are reported and 
affect the crime statistics for our neighborhood. The higher the 
statistics, the more resources we get. If the crimes are not re-

ported, we don't get the resources.  

Drug activity - Unfortunately, we've seen our share of sales in 
the neighborhood. If you see activity, record as much informa-
tion as you can gather (time, location, make/model of vehicle & 
tags, race and description of the persons, etc.). Immediately call 
911 to report the illegal activity. The 911 call can handle any 
immediate action required, plus the reported incident will affect 
the statistics for or neighborhood. After that, call 215-686-
DRUGS to report the incident again. The information reported 
to 686-DRUGS will go directly to the narcotics officer investi-
gating the incident or location. This ensures no details are lost 

from the 911 report. 

Illegal Dumping - Unfortunately, vandalism and dumping have 
occurred in Morris Park. To combat the unsightly problem, Over-
brook Farms has a $500 reward leading to the arrest and con-
viction of anyone responsible for vandalism or short dumping in 

our Park. Report any illegal activity to 911. 

Follow up - Our liaison to the police is Officer Christine Linder 
of the 19th Police District. You can contact her at 215-686-

3190.
