The Overbrook Farms Civic
Foundation (OFCF) has
filed for 501(c)(3) status
and anticipates that status
as a non-profit will be
acquired this fall.

OFCF will operate like a
Community Development
Corporation and will sup-
port the preservation, de-
velopment, educational
and community building
activities of the Overbrook
Farms Club.
